This research is a correlation which is focused on the correlation on extrovert-introvet personality trait and the first grade students’ speaking perfomance at the MAN 3 Pekanbaru. This research consists of X, and Y variables, in which extrovert and introvert personality are independent variable while students’ speaking performance is dependent variable. To operate the investigation on the variables, the researcher worked based on the following indicators:
1. Eysenck in Dornyei (2005) states the indicators of variable X (Extrovert-Introvert Personality Trait ) character are as follows: 
a. The students are categorized as Active, assertive or Passive, sober
b. The students are categorized as Sociable or reserved
c. The students are categorized as Passionate or restrained
d. The students are categorized as Gregarious or aloof 
e. The students are categorized as Talkative or quiet

2. The Indicators of Variable Y (Students’ Speaking Performance) According to Brown (2001), indicators of variable Y can be seen as follows: 
a. The students are able to use correct grammar.
b. The students are able to use proper words or vocabularies.
c. The students are able to express the comprehensible ideas in speaking.
d. The students are able to produce fluent speech without filler and pause
e. The students are able to produce clear pronunciation in speaking
