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ABSTRACT
In this study, the figure discussed regarding his thoughts on Islamic education, especially early childhood, is K.H. Hasyim Asy'ari, K.H. Ahmad Dahlan, and Al-Ghazali. The purpose of this study is to describe or explain the figures and their thoughts on Islamic education. The type of research used is library research with a qualitative approach. The data collection technique was carried out by examining books, literature, notes, and various reports relating to the three figures. The analysis technique used is the content analysis by deepening the data obtained. The results of this study show the characters with their thoughts, namely 1) K.H. Hasyim Asy'ari said that there are 8 aspects of education. 2) K.H.'s thoughts on Ahmad Dahlan, namely establishing a school, born intellectual scholars, cooperation with the Dutch government, and preaching. 3) Al-Ghazali's thought states that there are five aspects of children's education, namely the education of faith, morals, reason, social, and physical. And the methods used are lectures, guidance and memorization, discussions, storytelling, examples, and giving gifts and punishments.
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ABSTRAK

Dalam penelitian ini, tokoh yang dibahas mengenai pemikirannya terhadap pendidikan Islam khususnya anak usia dini adalah K.H. Hasyim Asy’ari, K.H. Ahmad Dahlan, Al-Ghazali. Tujuan penelitian ini yaitu mendeskripsikan atau menjelaskan mengenai tokoh tokoh dan pemikirannya tentang pendidikan Islam. Jenis penelitian yang digunakan yaitu penelitian kepustakaan dengan pendekatan kualitatif. Teknik pengumpulan datanya dilakukan dengan menelaah buku, literatur, catatan, serta berbagai laporan yang berkaitan dengan ketiga tokoh tersebut. Ahmad Dahlan yaitu mendirikan sekolah, lahir ulama-intelek, Kerjasama dengan pemerintah Belanda, dan daakwah. 3) Pemikiran Al-Ghazali menyebutkan bahwa terdapat lima aspek pendidikan anak yaitu pendidikan keimanan, akhlak, akal, sosial, jasmani. Dan metode yang digunakan yaitu ceramah, penuntunan dan hafalan, diskusi, bercerita, teladan, pemberian hadiah dan hukuman.

INTRODUCTION
Education is given from early childhood. The National Association for the Education of Young Children (NAEYC) states that early childhood is a child who has an age range of 0-8 years. Within this age range, early childhood will grow and develop well, through education. Islamic education is one of the things that is very important to develop because education is the main basis for building the civilization of society and the progress of a nation. So the philosophical view of Islamic education is very important to be developed to provide progress in the world of education (Asman et al., 2021). Early childhood Islamic education has a very important role in shaping the character and morals of children from an early age. Children at this age are still very vulnerable to environmental influences, so religious education is very important to help them understand Islamic values. In addition, Islamic education in early childhood can also help develop their intellectual and emotional potential. By studying Islamic teachings such as morals, prayer, fasting, etc., children will learn about responsibility and independence.
Islamic education can also help prevent negative behavior such as violence or criminal acts in the future. Children who are raised with Islamic values ​​tend to be more responsible and have a high sense of empathy for others. Therefore, parents must provide regular religious education to children from an early age so that they can grow into individuals who believe and are of benefit to society.Once the importance of Islamic education for early childhood, so that Islamic education figures play an important role in providing proper guidance and direction. it is not without reason that early childhood Islamic education figures are considered important, namely to instill good morals and morals in children from an early age. According to Ibn Khaldun, the inculcation of good morals and morals in children starts at an early age by studying the Koran and good poetry (Rahmawati, 2019). In order to properly educate early childhood, it is important for parents and educators to understand the concept of early childhood Islamic education, and also understand the guidelines provided by early childhood Islamic education leaders. Islamic education leaders can influence the mindset of early childhood through several positive mindsets in children and help them understand religion better (Alfiah, 2020). Besides that, through the characters Islamic education can influence children's mindsets by instilling good values ​​in children, so that they can become good and responsible individuals (Ningrum, 2020).
All of these Islamic education figures have different views and concepts in terms of early childhood Islamic education. However, they have the same goal of forming good character and morals in children and helping them understand religion better. Therefore, it is important for parents and educators to understand the views and concepts they put forward in terms of early childhood Islamic education. Islamic education figures such as K.H. Hasyim Asyari, K.H. Ahmad Dahlan, and Al-Ghazali are some figures who have thoughts about Islamic education, especially about early childhood. The purpose of this study is to describe Islamic education figures related to early childhood Islamic education.
METHODe 
In this study, the type of research used was library research with a qualitative approach. library research or descriptive textual research, namely research which, if carried out, will produce data in the form of speech or writing and the behaviour of people observed in a certain context, then studied from a complete, comprehensive and holistic perspective, then analyzed based on a philosophical framework or paradigm as the basis (Evanirosa, 2021). The data collection procedure is carried out by reviewing books, literature, notes, and various reports related to the issues that will be discussed. The analysis technique used is the method of content analysis or content analysis by selecting, comparing, combining and sorting various meanings until they are found relevant (T & Budi Purwoko, 2017).

Results and Discussion
1. K.H. Hasyim Asy'ari

a. Biography of K.H. Hashim Ash'ari

K.H. Hasyim Asy'ari was born in the village of Gedang Jombang on 24 Dzulqo'dah 1287 Hijriyah which coincides with 14 February 1871 AD. His father was named Ash'ari and his mother was named Halimah. The nickname of K.H. Hasyim Asy'ari is Muhammad Hasyim, the name given to him by his parents. K.H. Hasyim Asy'ari is the third son of eleven children. The ten siblings are Nafiah, Ahmad Soleh, Radi'ah, Hasan, Anis, Fatanah, Maimunah, Maksum, Nahrawi, and Adnan (Mas’ud, 2004). Hasyim Asy'ari is a great figure who comes from two highly respected factions in the history of the land of Java. Namely, his lineage is a mixture of two blood or breeds, one is white blood, among religious leaders, Kyai, Santri, while the other is blue blood, Aristocratic, Priyayi, Keraton.

His full name is Muhammad Hasyim Asy'ari bin Abdul Wahid bin Abdul Halim, he has the title of Prince Bona, bin Abdul Rohman Rahman, known as Jaka Tingkir Sultan Hadiwijoyo bin Abdullah bin Abdul Aziz bin Abdul Fatih bin Maulana Ishaq, from Raden Ain Al -Yaqin is called Sunan Giri. Meanwhile, Akarhanaf mentions in his book that the genealogy of the mother is as follows: Muhammad Hasyim Asy'ari bin Halimah binti Layyinah bint Sichah bin Abdul Jabbar bin Ahmad bin Prince Sambo Benawa bin Jaka Tingkir (Mas Karebet) bin Prabu Brawijaya VII (Ox Peteng), The Last Majapahit King bin Prabu Brawijaya VI (Khuluq, 2001).
K.H. Hasyim Asy'ari is a Kyai of Majapahit royal descent and also of Javanese 'elite' descent. In addition, his ancestor Kiai Sihah was the founder of the Jombang Rice Pond Islamic Boarding School. He absorbed a lot of religious knowledge from his family's pesantren environment. As for Mrs. KH. Hasyim Asy'ari is the first child of five siblings, namely Muhammad, Leler, Fadil and Mrs Arif (Khuluq, 2001). K.H. Hasyim Asy'ari married in 1892 AD, at the age of 21 years. He married Khadijah, the daughter of Kyai Ya'kub. KH. Hasyim Asy'ari died on 7 Ramadhan 1366 H to coincide with 25 July 1947 AD, due to high blood pressure. In his lifetime he had a big role in the world of education, especially in the pesantren environment, both in terms of knowledge and lineage. Meanwhile, to win independence against the Dutch, he was persistent and had an unyielding spirit and services to the nation and state so he was recognized as a Hero of National Independence (Dhofier, 2002).
He realized his struggle by establishing Jami'iyah Nahdlatul Ulama on January 31, 1926, with some Kiai. He was appointed as Sheikhul Akbar in the largest group of scholars in Indonesia.

b. Thoughts of K.H. Hasyim Asy'ari on Education

In the field of education, his struggle began with establishing a pesantren in the Tebuireng area, a remote area which is still filled with disobedience. To be precise, on the 12th of Rabi'ul Awwal 1317 H or 1899 AD, the Tebuireng Islamic Boarding School was established with 28 first students. Thanks to his persistence, the Tebuireng Islamic Boarding School continues to grow and develop and become an innovator and social agent of change for traditional Islamic communities in the land (Mas’ud, 2004). This Islamic boarding school is the forerunner of training scholars and prominent figures as well as a monumental science and national struggle.

K.H. Hasyim Asy'ari is one of the figures or classical Islamic thinkers in Indonesia who brings thoughts about progress. The goal is not only to respond to Western influences from a social and cultural perspective but also to appeal to them to return to the basic principles of Islam through character education. The educational journey must go through a process that will ultimately lead to the blessing of knowledge obtained from a teacher. One of the monumental works of K.H Hasyim Asy'ari which talks about education is his book entitled Adab al Alim wa al Muta'allim fine Yahtaj ilah alMuta'alim fi Ahuwal Ta'allum wama Yataqaff al Mu'allim fi Maqamat Ta'limih,

His discussion of educational issues emphasizes more on ethical issues in education, especially for early childhood education, because, at an early age, it is the basis for forming the character of a person. If good ethics are instilled from an early age, it will form a polite child's character. Several other aspects of education namely, 1). The primacy of knowledge and scholarship and the primacy of teaching and learning, 2). Ethics that must be considered in teaching and learning, 3). Student ethics towards teachers, 4). Student ethics towards lessons and things that must be guided by the teacher, 5). Ethics that must be guided by a teacher, 6). Teacher ethics when and will teach, 7). Teacher ethics towards students, and 8). Ethics towards books, tools for obtaining lessons and matters relating to them (Kurniawan, 2018).
According to K.H Hasyim Asy'ari that the main goal of knowledge is practice. This is intended so that the knowledge possessed will produce benefits as a provision for the life hereafter. Two things must be considered in seeking knowledge, namely: first, students should have a pure intention in studying knowledge, never intend for worldly matters and not abuse or underestimate them. Second, teachers in teaching science should straighten their intentions first, not expecting only material.

Seeking knowledge or learning according to Hasyim Asy'ari is worship to seek the pleasure of Allah, which leads humans to obtain happiness in the world and the hereafter. Therefore learning must be intended to develop and preserve Islamic values, not just to eliminate ignorance. Education should be able to deliver humanity benefits, towards happiness in the world and the hereafter. Education should be able to develop and preserve Islamic values and norms for the next generation of people and the nation, especially in early childhood education.

According to K.H Hasyim Asy'ari that the main goal of knowledge is practice. This is intended so that the knowledge possessed will produce benefits as a provision for the life hereafter. Therefore learning must be intended to develop and preserve Islamic values, not just to eliminate ignorance.

Education should be able to deliver humanity benefits, towards happiness in the world and the hereafter. Education should be able to develop and preserve Islamic values and norms for the next generation of people and the nation, especially in early childhood education. There are several learning ethics according to KH. Hasyim Asy'ari namely: a). Cleaning the heart from various disturbances of faith and worldly, b). Clean intentions, don't delay learning opportunities, be patient and qanaah, c). Good at managing time, d). Be careful (wara'), f). Avoid laziness, g). Reducing sleep time while not damaging health, h). Leaving less useful things.

According to K. H. Hasyim Asy'ari, there are several ethics of a student towards a teacher, namely: a). Should always pay attention and listen to the teacher, b). Choosing a sane teacher', c). Following in the footsteps of the teacher, d). Respect and pay attention to the rights of teachers, e). Be patient there is teacher violence, f). Visit the teacher in place and ask permission first, g). Sit neatly when dealing with the teacher, h). Speak politely and gently with the teacher, i). Listen to all the teacher's fatwas and don't interrupt the conversation, j). Use the right member when handing something over to the teacher.

The book Adabul 'Alim wal Muta'alim, as a whole contains eight chapters, covering: 1) Discussing the virtues of science and scholarship and lessons. 2) The ethics that students must have in learning. 3) The ethics of a student towards the teacher. 4) Student ethics towards lessons and things that must be guided by the teacher. 5) Ethics that must be considered for teachers. 6) Teacher ethics when teaching. 7) Ethics of teachers towards students, and 8) Ethics in using literature and tools used in learning (books or books) (Kurniawan, 2018). The eight chapters can be classified into four parts which are of educational significance, namely the duties and responsibilities of a student, the duties and responsibilities of a teacher, ethics or morals towards books or textbooks and matters related to them. As for the focus of the study in this study, namely the four ethical criteria that must be owned and implemented by a teacher or educator in his learning include: 1. The teacher's ethics towards himself which must be met and owned by each teacher. 2. Ethics of teachers in the teaching and learning process. 3. Teacher ethics towards students or students. 4. Ethics towards the book as a tool for learning.

Not only students are required to be ethical, but the teacher is also required to be like that. There are several teacher ethics towards students. The teacher should not show different appreciation in affection (favouritism) towards students who are the same in age, virtue, ability and religion, but if there is true superiority between them in sincerity, ability or character then the teacher may give more appreciation or attention. In this description, the principles of equality (musawah/equality) are still prioritized. However, regarding the value of equality, this does not mean abolishing rewards for those who excel and giving punishment to those who violate them. Educators are spiritual fathers for students, who feed their souls with knowledge, foster noble character and correct bad behaviour. Therefore, educators have a high position in Islam.

Of all the elements of education, the teacher is the most important spearhead in educating students. The quality of students can be seen from the quality of the teachers who teach them because the teacher in addition to providing subject matter is also tasked with providing exemplary students in absorbing the value of the lessons being taught. The teacher's example is the biggest point because it absorbs the value of lessons in real life. Javanese philosophy has taught that teachers are digugu and imitated. Digugu means teachers can be trusted for their scientific qualifications. The teacher can convey material according to reality, not the results of inaccurate engineering. Digugu teachers have the sufficient scientific capacity, the results of their diligent learning and then taught intelligently to students. While the meaning of being imitated is that the teacher can teach daily life as a manifestation of the scientific system he is involved in. What is said is by daily living. Students can take subject matter not only from books but also from imitating the teacher whose lifestyle reflects the level of scientific quality impregnated. This unity between knowledge and action makes the teacher a teacher to be admired and emulated.

In the end, if these values are united in the soul of students, an optimistic attitude and the ability to maximize all existing potential in a positive, creative, dynamic and productive manner can undoubtedly be realized. So that it can be said that the core of his educational thinking is how to create a productive and dynamic human spirit on the right path. Educational ethics is one of the software in Islamic education. Its existence is always needed because it has a significant role in efforts to achieve educational goals

Islamic educators must realize that ethical issues are becoming quite a serious study because today the world of education is heavily contaminated by renewed values (acculturation of value systems and culture) which are increasingly open.

2. K. H. Ahmad Dahlan
a. Biography of K. H. Ahmad Dahlan

K. H. Ahmad Dahlan was born in Kauman Yogyakarta on August 1, 1868, and died on February 23, 1921. His first name was Muhammad Darwis. He comes from a didactic family and is known to be pious in religious knowledge. His father was named K.H. Abu Bakar, an Imam and preacher of the Yogyakarta Kraton Grand Mosque. While his mother was named Siti Aminah, the daughter of K.H. Ibrahim who once served as chief of the Kraton of Yogyakarta.

According to Syamsul Nizar, Ahmad Dahlan was educated in a boarding school since he was young, which taught him religious knowledge and Arabic. After some time studying with some teachers in his homeland, in 1890 Ahmad Dahlan went to Mecca to continue his studies and lived there for a year. Feeling dissatisfied with the results of his first visit, in 1903, he left again for Mecca and stayed for two years. During his second mukim, he met and conducted muzakkarah with some Indonesian scholars living in Mecca.

Among these scholars are: Sheikh Muhammad Khatib al Minangkabawi, Kiyai Nawawi Al-Banteni, Kiyai Mas Abdullah, and Kiyai Faqih Rembang. According to Khozin, at that time he also interacted with reforming minds in the Islamic world, such as Muhammad Abduh, Jamaludin Al-Afghani, Rasyid Ridha, and Ibn Taimiyah. The fruit of the thoughts of these Islamic figures had a great influence on Ahmad Dahlan. His soul and thoughts were full of encouragement by this renewal school which later displayed the same religious style, namely through Muhammadiyah, which aimed to renew religious understanding (of Islam) in most Indonesian Islam at that time which was still orthodox (old-fashioned) (Putra, 2018).
b. Thoughts of K.H. Ahmad Dahlan in Islamic Education

1) Established a school

The purpose of education according to K. H. Ahmad Dahlan is to form people who are pious in religious knowledge, broad-minded with general knowledge, and ready to strive to serve Muhammadiyah in supporting religious values in society.

The formulation of educational goals is an attitude of renewal towards the goals of pesantren education, which only creates pious individuals and teaches religious knowledge. In pesantren education, students are not taught general knowledge at all and do not use Latin writing. All books and writings that are taught use Arabic language and writing. In contrast, the Dutch model of school education is a "secular" education in which religious knowledge is not taught at all and lessons in this school use Latin letters. As a result of this educational dualism, two poles of intelligence were born, graduates of Islamic boarding schools who mastered religion but did not master general knowledge and graduates of Dutch schools who mastered general science but did not master religious knowledge.

K. H. Ahmad Dahlan argues that the purpose of a complete education is to form individuals who understand religious knowledge as well as general knowledge. K. H. Ahmad Dahlan pioneered the revival of Muslims by making people aware of their destiny as a colonized nation that still has to learn and act.

The desire to build a school is motivated by the weakness of the pesantren which usually dies when the kyai dies. For this reason, on November 18, 1912, K. H. Ahmad Dahlan began to establish schools (Madrasah Ibtidaiyah and Madrasah Diniyah) which were housed in his modest-sized house. This madrasa was the first madrasa to be built and managed independently by natives. Even though it is labelled as an Islamic school, its learning uses two sciences, namely religious knowledge and general science. The madrasah is equipped with adequate facilities such as blackboards, tables and chairs, which is a new reform of the pesantren system so that contacts appear and consider Dahlan an infidel.

In the madrasa, K. H. Ahmad Dahlan implemented Q.S. 98 verse 1 which emphasizes his students to read. Through education, Ahmad Dahlan thinks there will be no more illiteracy, they will easily receive information through writing about their religion. K. H. Ahmad Dahlan devoted himself fully to the field of education. The aiming point in the world of education is to be able to enter into the heart of the true problems of the people.

2) Born "scholar-intellect" or "scholar-intellect"

The ideals of education that he initiated were the birth of new human beings who can appear as intellectual scholars, namely Muslims who has the firmness of faith and extensive knowledge and is physically and spiritually strong.

K. H. Ahmad Dahlan's idea about an intergalactic educational model that can give birth to intellectual Muslim scholars is still in the process of being searched for. To ensure the continuity of the school he founded, on the advice of his students he finally founded the Muhammadiyah Association in 1912.

The learning method developed by K. H. Ahmad Dahlan is contextual through a reliance process. The classic example is when he explains Surah al-Ma'un to his students over and over again until the students realize that the letter recommends that we pay attention to and help the poor, and must practice its contents. After the students practice the order, then the next letter is replaced.

3) Cooperation with the Dutch government

K. H. Ahmad Dahlan implemented a cooperative system in the field of education with the Dutch government. Both of them benefited from a non-oppositional attitude and supported religious reform programs, including in the field of education. His accommodative and cooperative attitude provided absolute provisions to survive in a climate that was very unfriendly to indigenous nationalist movements and when no comparable movement could survive at that time. Until K.H. Ahmad Dahlan was able to enter more deeply into the educational environment of the missionaries created by the Dutch government, which at that time was more advanced than the traditional native education system.

From this description, there are several notes that K. H. Ahmad Dahlan made, including (1) Bringing reform in the form of educational institutions which were originally a pesantren system to become a school system, (2) Incorporating general lessons in religious schools or madrasas. (3) Making changes in teaching methods which originally used the weton and sorogam methods to be more varied, (4) Teaching an attitude of open and tolerant life in education, (5) With Muhammadiyah K. H. Ahmad Dahlan succeeded in developing various educational institutions from elementary to tertiary levels tertiary institutions and from religious schools to public schools, (6) succeeded in introducing modern education management into the education system they designed, (7) adopted an education system.

4) Preaching

Calling or inviting is a missionary activity. At the big Islamic congress in Cirebon, Ahmad Dahlan explained that a Muslim has two characteristics, namely the nature of the teacher and the nature of the student. With that, Muslims must learn and teach (Arofah, 2015). K.H. Ahmad Dahlan is an Islamic community leader who emphasizes the importance of education, especially for early childhood. His thoughts on Islamic education for early childhood are still relevant today.

K. H. Ahmad Dahlan argues that Islamic education must begin at an early age. He argues that children have a natural tendency to learn and absorb information, making it easier to instil Islamic values and teachings from an early age. He believes that Islamic education should not only focus on religious teachings but also on building character and values. moral. This approach will help produce well-rounded individuals who are not only knowledgeable about their religion but also have good morals and ethics. K. H. Ahmad Dahlan stressed the importance of parental involvement in their child's education. Parents play an important role in shaping their children's beliefs and values, so they need to be actively involved in their child's Islamic education. Ahmad Dahlan's thoughts on Islamic education for early childhood provide valuable insights into how we can educate individuals with noble characters who are knowledgeable about their religion from an early age.

3. Al-Ghazali

a. Biografi Al-Ghazali

His full name is Abu Hamid Muhammad bin Muhammad al-Tusi al-Ghazali, he is from a father who was a wool weaver (ghazzal) so he was nicknamed Al-Ghazali. He was born in Thus, in 450 H or 1058 AD and died in 505 H or 1111 AD, at the age of 55 years. His father wanted Al-Ghazali to grow up in an Islamic environment, so before his father died he entrusted Al-Ghazali and his younger brother to a Sufi who was a friend of Al-Ghazali's father and paid for them. The Sufi was a poor man, so when his living expenses ran out, he handed them over to one of the schools founded by Nizham al_Mulk which could provide dormitories and living expenses for students.

In childhood Al-Ghazali studied jurisprudence with Ahmad ibn Muhammad al-Radzakani, then he went to Jurjan to study with Imam Abu Nushr al-Ismaili Thus. Next, he went to Naisabur and studied with Abu al-Ma'ali al-Juwaini at the Nizhamiyah Madrasah, studying the sciences of jurisprudence, ushul fiqh, and logic and tasawuf from Abu al-Faramadi. With his extraordinary intelligence and willingness to learn as well as his ability to debate anything that is not by clear reasoning, Al-Juwaini then gave the title Bahrun Mughriq "a deep, drowning sea. From Naisabur, Al-Ghazali headed for Baghdad and became a professor at the Nizhamiyah Madrasah which was founded by prime minister Nizham al-Mulk and became a teacher without forgetting his journalistic world. Due to his expertise in various scientific fields, Al-Ghazali received many honorary degrees (Setiawan, 2017).
b. Al-Ghazali's thoughts

According to Al-Ghazali, children are born without being influenced by heredity traits, because the factors that most strongly influence the nature of children are education, environment and society. This view is similar to the view that says that children are born into life with a mind like a white sheet that is clean from carvings or pictures. However, Al-Ghazali has great attention to the moral aspects of Islamic education. The goal of children's education in Al-Ghazali's view is certainly no different from the goal of education in general, namely to get closer to God. Al-Ghazali said that I already know that the real fruit of knowledge is closeness to the Lord of the worlds.

In children's education, habituation and teaching are one of the means or methods of children's education. As mentioned in Al-Ghazali's essay which states that children are a trust for their parents, their pure heart is like a beautiful and charming gem and clean from all carvings and pictures. If a child is always accustomed to and taught to do good then he will have a tendency to do good until he is an adult or even old and the person who educates him will get a reward, and vice versa if the child is accustomed and taught to do bad then he tends to have bad character and for those who educate him will get his sin too.

According to Al-Ghazali, the stages of child development are divided into five stages, namely Al-Janin, Ath-Thifl, At-Tamyiz, Al-Aqil, and Al-Auliya'. Al-Fetus, namely the level of the child in the womb. There is life after being given the spirit by God. Then, Ath-Thifl, namely the level of children with more practice and habits so they know good or bad. The third, namely At-Tamyiz, is the level of a child who has been able to distinguish between something good and bad, even his mind has developed in such a way that he can understand the science of dlaruri. Next is Al-Aqil, namely the level of a human who has perfect reason and even his mind has developed to the fullest so that he has mastered the science of dlaruri. The last is Al-Auliya' and Al-Anbiya', namely the highest level of human development. The Prophets, have received knowledge from God through Angels, namely the knowledge of revelation. And for the saints who have received inspirational knowledge or laduni knowledge who do not know how and where this knowledge was obtained.

Al-Ghazali has broad thoughts and views regarding aspects of education that are not only focused on aspects of moral education but also on other aspects such as faith, social, and physical education, and others. As for aspects of children's education that can be understood through his thoughts on methods of training, educating and improving the morals of children at the beginning of their growth. These aspects of children's education include:

1) Faith Education

According to Al-Ghazali, faith is uttering with the tongue, confirming with the heart and carrying out with the limbs. So the notion of faith according to Al-Ghazali includes three things, namely acknowledging with the tongue or speech; believing in the heart and proving it through his actions; these activities cannot be separated from one another because all three are interrelated and must always be present in every person who claims to be a believer.

Therefore, according to Al-Ghazali, faith originates in the Asy-Syahadataini, namely the monotheistic creed and the Apostle's creed. The monotheistic creed includes an introduction to Allah, His attributes and pronunciation, while the Apostle's creed includes everything related to the apostleship, both the carrier of the treatise and the contents of the treatise itself.

As for the education of faith for children, Al-Ghazali said that what we mentioned about faith should be given priority to small children from the beginning of their growth so that they are memorized, then their understanding will be known slowly and little by little.

So faith education, especially about monotheism, needs to be prioritized in children so that it permeates their souls. Faith education applied from an early age will also strengthen the primordial agreement (containing the Oneness of God) between humans and their God in the womb. So that his faith will be firm and not easily shaken. Because of that, it is appropriate in Islam that there is a command to recite Iqomah-I and give birth to a newborn baby in addition to making sure that the first words he utters are Ash-Syahadataini and that the first words he utters are the names of Allah and Muhammad SAW.

Faith education applied from an early age will also strengthen the primordial agreement (containing the Oneness of God) between humans and their God in the womb. So that his faith will be firm and not easily shaken. Because of that, it is appropriate in Islam that there is a command to recite Iqomah-I and give birth to a newborn baby in addition to making sure that the first words he utters are Ash-Syahadataini and that the first words he utters are the names of Allah and Muhammad SAW.


2) Moral Education

Morals according to Al-Ghazali are like the characteristics or conditions that permeate the human soul that arises from actions easily without the need for thought and consideration, if nature can give birth to actions that are commendable according to reason and syara' then it is called good morals but if what appears is a disgraceful act then it is called bad morals. So the indicator of al-Ghazali's thought about morality is a trait that permeates the soul which gives birth to actions easily without consideration or even coercion. So the act of giving that someone does cannot be called moral if he only gives once (it is not a habit) or if he gives for a certain reason. As for what has the authority to determine whether a person's morals are good or bad are reason and syara'. Al-Ghazali has a concern

very big on moral education. Even the purpose of education according to Al-Ghazali is the formation of good morals. Al-Ghazali said that the purpose of a student to learn all knowledge at present is, the perfection and excellence of his soul".

From this explanation, it is clear that Al-Ghazali wanted nobility of the soul, and nobility of morality as a manifestation of the educational process because morality is a fundamental aspect of the life of a person, society or country. Morals are also deeds that are the fruit of knowledge. Charity and knowledge are like two sides of a coin that cannot be separated, must be balanced and complement each other because knowledge without practice is useless while charity without knowledge is in vain.

3) Social Education

The concept of social education for children can be understood from Al-Ghazali's words as follows: And let children get used to not speaking except in the form of answers and accordance with their questions, and get used to children to listen well when other people who are older talk to them.

The indicators from Al-Ghazali's statement show that it is very important to familiarize children with being able to socialize with their environment by maintaining politeness in socializing so that later these children can be well received by their environment.

4) Physical Education

According to Al-Ghazali, the early period of child growth is a period when children need to train the function of their organs, strengthen muscles and bones and maintain the health and fitness of their bodies. Because it serves as a support in the educational process. That's why Al-Ghazali advised parents to accustom their children to exercise in the morning so that they don't get used to feeling lazy.

This physical education was also often practised by the Prophet Muhammad during the Medina period by including health and physical strength material in his educational curriculum. As suggested to eat and drink in moderation and not excessively. In his hadith, the Prophet Muhammad said "We don't eat unless we are hungry and we eat not too full (Jana, 2013). In Islamic education for children, Al-Ghazali applies several methods namely the lecture method, the guidance and memorization method, the discussion method, the storytelling method, the exemplary method, and reward and punishment methods.
CONCLUSION
K. H. Hasyim Asy'ari emphasized the importance of instilling ethics in early childhood through education. He believes that by teaching children about ethics, manners, honesty, integrity and responsibility from an early age, they will grow up to be responsible and ethical individuals. Hasyim Asyari's thoughts on Islamic education for early childhood are still relevant today. By emphasizing the importance of ethics, courtesy, love, kindness, compassion and moral values ​​in early childhood education, we can help create a better future for our children and society as a whole. K. H. Ahmad Dahlan's thoughts were establishing a school, born intellectual scholars, cooperation with the Dutch government, and da'wah. K. H. Ahmad Dahlan's thoughts about Islamic education for early childhood are an important aspect of their upbringing. It is very important to equip children with a strong foundation in Islamic values ​​and teachings from an early age. This will enable them to develop a deep understanding of Islam, which will guide them throughout their lives. Al-Ghazali's thought states that there are five aspects of children's education, namely the education of faith, morals, reason, social, and physical. And the methods used are lectures, guidance and memorization, discussions, storytelling, examples, and giving gifts and punishments.            
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
