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ABSTRAK. Penelitian ini memiliki lima subjek yang diwawancarai yaitu ibu dengan menggunakan metode kualitatif, secara khusus studi fenomenologi. Berdasarkan tujuan wawancara dan hasil analisis yang dapat disimpulkan adalah aktifitas anak-anak dalam menggunakan tik tok terbilang intens dan menghabiskan waktu yang cukup lama sehingga berefek pada kecanduan. Tik tok selain memberikan efek positif bagi anak yang berguna dalam peningkatan mood belajar dan kreatifitas namun juga terdapat pengaruh negatif yakni video dewasa dan kecanduan yang berdampak pada perkembangan kepribadian anak. Karena kontrol orang tua tidak tegas dalam membatasi anak menggunakan tik tok, terlihat dari anak yang masih bisa mengeksplor aplikasi tersebut tanpa sepengetahuan orang tua. Larangan orang tua tidak dibarengi dengan edukasi yang memberikan pengertian kepada anak-anak tentang manfaat tik tok yang hanya digunakan untuk melengkapi kebutuhan dalam proses belajar sehingga membatasi dan mengawasi tidaklah cukup untuk meminimalisir penggunaan tik tok pada anak.

ABSTRACT. The purpose of this study is to describe the use of tik tok application in early childhood and the parental control given to children who use tik tok. This study has five subjects interviewed, namely mothers using qualitative methods, specifically phenomenological studies. Based on the purpose of the interview and the results of the analysis, it can be concluded that children's activities in using tik tok are fairly intense and spend a long time so that they have an effect on addiction. Tik tok besides having a positive effect on children which is useful in increasing the mood of learning and creativity, but there are also negative influences, namely adult videos and addiction which have an impact on the development of children's personalities. Because parental control is not firm in limiting children's use of tik tok, it can be seen from children who can still explore the application without the knowledge of parents. Parents' prohibitions are not accompanied by education that provides understanding to children about the benefits of tik tok which is only used to complement the needs in the learning process so that limiting and supervising is not enough to minimize the use of tik tok in children.
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INTRODUCTION
Social media has become an integral part of the production and consumption of online culture growing worldwide with high-speed internet connections and smartphone access. Too many users love vertical videos leading to exclusive vertical video sharing platforms like tik tok. Soon after its launch in China, tik tok achieved great success in 2016, attracting millions of users worldwide especially millennials and generation x. Together in a short time Due to its unique user engagement features, tik tok surpassed Facebook and continues to become the application with the highest monthly usage in minutes (Menon, 2022). Gadgets and smartphones have become so sophisticated and easy to operate that even small children can operate them. The ease with which it can be used for anything and its affordable price makes it accessible to everyone. In some families, elementary school, middle school, high school children and even toddlers already have smartphones. Indonesian children now have many choices in using digital media and can use it to communicate. Parents have also unconsciously created an environment where children have easy access to digital technology, namely social media. It cannot be denied that children often play with their smartphones to access social media rather than playing and interacting in their environment. Among the many existing social media, tik tok is a new social media that provides a platform for users to express themselves through video content. Not a few children also participate in this social media. Because parents have access to social media, there is a tendency for children to imitate behavior that is not appropriate for their age.
Tik tok has become one of the most popular social media among internet users around the world. According to the We Are Social report, this short video application has 1.09 billion users worldwide in April 2023. It is recorded that tik tok users worldwide are 12.6% from year to year. Based on country, the majority of tik tok users still come from the United States. As of April 2023, there are 116.49 million tik tok users in Uncle Sam's country. Meanwhile, Indonesia is also firmly in second place with the largest number of tik tok users in the world , reaching 112.97 million users. This number is only 3.52 million users, which is different from the number of TikTok users in the United States (Annur, 2023). The use of this application is to make it easier to access information about everything such as business, the latest news and other information. From teenagers to adults, even small children will love this application. But ease of use is not always a good thing. Because this application can be used by all ages and backgrounds, of course there are no limits to the content created. Anyone can easily see content that contains positive or negative elements. The presence of negative content can certainly harm the mental development of its users, most of whom are small children aged 7-8 years because his attitude and thinking are not yet stable and are still in a developmental stage which is characterized by his enjoyment of playing, imitating, being curious and exploring new things that tend to be found on the tik tok application. Kids satisfy their curiosity and play by following the short videos found in the app. There is a lot of tik tok content that tik tok users often refer to as trend videos or viral videos that show people wearing sexy clothes and dancing with erotic movements that are inappropriate and should not necessarily be consumed by children. By having their own account, children record videos by following content that is going viral and getting recognition from other social media users, namely their friends their age.
In region the account you have is used to upload videos or content that is going viral so you spend more time using the application. In initial observations, it was found that children liked to explore tik tok because of the short duration of the videos and the interesting things in them. However, the videos uploaded by these children are not age appropriate because they follow trending content so they dance with unnatural and mature movements. Even though children their age should be playing with their peers, not spending more time on smartphones. In Indonesia, the definition of early childhood refers to children aged 6 years, because Article 1 Paragraph 14 of the National Education System Law no. 20 of 2003 states that early childhood education is education intended for children from birth to 6 years. Meanwhile, NAEYC (National Association for the Education of Young Children) refers to children aged 0-8 years who receive educational services in child care, family care, preschool in public and private schools, kindergarten (TK) and elementary school (SD). The reason is because in grades I, II and III of elementary school the approach is almost the same as in kindergarten aged 4-6 years (Pebriana, 2017).
Psychologists say that an early age ranging from 0-8 years is very important for developing a child's potential. This era is often called the "Golden Age", which only comes once and cannot be repeated, which is very important for the development of human quality. This is based on research by bloom and friends which suggests that children's intellectual development occurs very rapidly in the first years of a child's life . About 50% of the variation in adult intelligence occurs when a child is 4 years old, and the next 30% increase occurs at age 8. Childhood is a period called a critical period or sensitive period where the quality of stimulation must be regulated as best as possible (Wiwik Pratiwi, 2017)From various different definitions, researchers concluded that early childhood refers to children aged between 0 and 8 years who are in a phase of growth and development both physically and mentally.
Early age is a unique stage of life and is a period of change in the form of growth, development, maturity and physical and mental perfection. There are those who view small children as creatures shaped by their parents genes, there are those who view them as miniature adults shaped by their environment, and there are even those who view them as individuals who are completely different adults. Children have characteristics of growth and development from conception to late adolescence. This is what differentiates children from adults, children are not miniature adults because children have growth and development characteristics that are appropriate to their age.
According to Piaget, early childhood is characterized by individuals with a relatively fast level of development, who react (capture) all existing development from various aspects (Marinda, 2020) . Meanwhile, the character of early childhood according to Richard D. Kellough is: a) selfish, b) high curiosity , c) social creatures, d) unique personality, e) rich imagination, f) short attention span , g) maximum learning period (Ismaniar et al., 2023). The opinions expressed by several experts above regarding the definition of early childhood are a group of children aged 0-8 years who are experiencing development in various fields and need guidance to optimize their development. In this case, parental control and the role of supervising children in exploring the application used, namely tik tok, is very necessary, especially at the age of 7-8 years who have not even reached adolescence. Unsupervised release for children in this use can have a negative impact on the child's development process.
According to Wells and Rankin (Joseph, Wells L. Edward Rankin, 1988), parental control is a form of monitoring action carried out by parents using punishment and rewards to control children's behavior so that children can follow instructions given by related parents. with the development of children's behavior. Suchman (Suchman, Nancy E., 2007) explains that parental supervision has a big connection and role in a child's behavior. Parental control can be measured using behavioral control. Behavioral control is operationalized as parents supervision of their children's behavior outside the home and parents knowledge of their children's lives which does not focus on testing measuring instruments, but rather uses them to regulate children's behavior by creating a regulatory structure through several actions such as supervising and limiting the use of tik tok.
There are several studies that discuss the use of tik tok in early childhood, including research conducted by (Endang Purnama, 2023) regarding the use of the tik tok application in children aged 5-10 years, that children are starting to become addicted to gadgets and discipline becomes more difficult. This moral deviation is also caused by a lack of family control over children's use of gadgets. Negative impacts on children include being lazy and disobedient to parents, imitating erotic dances, teasing friends and having difficulty controlling emotions. In line with these findings, research (Sintia & Hartati, 2023) revealed that the impact of tik tok on children's social interactions is negative: frequent use of tik tok makes children more interested in interacting with their cellphones and gadgets to watch tik tok rather than interacting and communicating with the people around them. Children become engrossed in playing and watching tik tok and show less interest in their surroundings. In short, tik tok develops children's creativity and through tik tok children can receive new education in terms of praying, praying, counting and reading. And findings (Sultan Ageng Tirtayasa et al., 2022) show that the tik tok application content that children aged 5-6 years tend to watch is mukban, animation and make-up content. The average time spent using the tik tok application is two hours a day. The negative impact is that children become lazy about studying, while the positive impact is that it encourages children's creativity and helps them hone their video editing skills.
This research is different from these studies in that the researcher not only discusses the negative and positive impacts of using tik tok on children aged 7-8 years and parental control but also looks at it from the perspective of the developmental tasks of children who are in the golden age. Based on the background, researchers are interested in conducting research on the use of the tik tok application in early childhood in grades I and II of elementary school and how parents control children who use tik tok.
METHOD
In study this used approach study phenomenology with method study qualitative. Approach qualitative based on view base interpretive and phenomenological , that is that reality social nature subjective and interpreted, human create set meaning  in his life is not simply submit on laws in outside himself and that knowledge existing knowledge based on knowledge everyday nature inductive, idiographic and no free mark. Lastly, approach qualitative aim for understand life social (Poerwandari, 2013). Participants in study this recruited through spread questionnaire in a way direct. Questionnaire distributed with visit to every house. Study This involve person old specifically mother whose child is user application tik tok active 7-8 years old and is at in seat class 1 and 2 School base. Five subjects fulfil criteria as results from questionnaire.

Semi-structured interviews used as technique data collection. Semi-structured interviews (also known as interview focused) has focus questions that have been set in guide interview but order question no the same for every participant because depends on process interview and answer each individual (Daymon, Christine, and Holloway, 2008). Interview done four times, researcher and subject meet in a way direct. Interview taking place for 30-45 minutes. Method data analysis for study this use Analysis Phenomenology Interpretative (IPA); natural science analysis is approach qualitative And require researcher for gather detailed perspective and reflective from para participant study (Harper, D., & Thompson, 2011) .

Testing validity of internal data study this use method member checking, rich description And dense, as well grounding in example. Member checking used for avoid error interpretation on answer subject during interview, avoid error interpretation on behavior subject as well as for confirm corner look and perspective subject during interview (Alwasilah, 2017). Rich description and congested used for analyze the given data by subject study. Grounding by example is procedure analysis in where example data is used and then done adjustment between data and interpretation researcher (Willig, 2013). 
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
Research result

From two to three or four interviews with the five research subjects, the author found themes that emerged. There are three main topics that can be found namely Children's activities using tik tok, the impact of tik tok on children, parental control over the use of tik tok with subthemes and coding in the findings. The author describes it in the table below.

Super Ordinate Theme: Children's activities using tik tok
Theme 1: Content

The findings from the first theme are the content used for children to watch as users of the tik tok application or to make videos according to what they watch. The five participants revealed that children's activities using tik tok are not just watching but also making videos.
My child often makes videos that are viral on tik tok, such as dancing and doing make-up because he thinks they are interesting and easy to follow (Mrs E, August 2023).

Most of the content/videos on tik tok are short and interesting so my child doesn't just watch trendy videos such as dancing and short vlog videos with friends at school. As a parent, I don't understand such things, but a child as small as he is knows better, not only him but his friends also (Mrs. K, August 2023).

Of the various applications available, my child uses tik tok more often. Even at the age of only 1st grade, he was able to create his own account, he said, with the help of his friends in class. Because most of his friends have tik tok accounts. Usually what I see from their search history on tik tok is that the content they watch is educational too. When it comes to making videos, it is usually related to viral content (Mrs L, August 2023).

With advances like now, children are getting smarter. At school, my children are often given group assignments to make short video presentations and usually put them on tik tok. The children made it themselves without asking for help from their older siblings. Well, the habit of making tik tok continued after that. The videos made are short videos with friends (Mrs H, September 2023).

My child's activity when using tik tok is watching or making videos based on what he watches (Mrs M, September 20230).

Based on the interview above, it is known that children's activities in using tik tok are not just watching but also having a personal account which is usually done to create short videos that are viral or trending among users of the application.
Theme 2: Duration

The five subjects revealed that children's use of tik tok is not done every day. Children are also at an age where they can still be controlled. However, usually because mothers are busy with household work, children are often caught using the tik tok application in secret.

If you calculate the duration of using tik tok in a day, it can reach 7 hours. Usually after school, meal time, evening after finishing studying (Mrs E, August 2023).

The duration is 3-4 hours in one day. The time to use tik tok is only after waking up from a nap. However, several times he was caught using it without my knowledge, he was scolded but immediately cried so he couldn't bear it (Mrs K, August 2023)

At home, what I observe when using tik tok is that it takes approximately 3 hours at mealtime because my child is lazy about eating so tik-tok can be said to help me. There were also people who often played tik-tok at school (Mrs L, August 2023).

My child uses tik tok usually 1-2 hours after napping. Allowed as a form of gift because he was obedient and didn't fuss when told to go to bed during the day (Mrs H, September 2023).

Don't use tik tok every day, only on certain days. Usually on Sundays he is free and the duration, if I'm not mistaken, is approximately 4 hours (Mrs M, September 2023).

Based on the interviews above, the duration of children's use of tik tok, if calculated, is quite long, although not every day, but the use is quite intense. The influencing factor is that the existence of tik tok helps parents (mothers) as a form of diversion when dealing with children who have difficulty eating, studying, and when children experience tantrums.

Theme 3: Content

Currently, the content circulating on tik tok varies. In general, the subject mentioned the types of videos watched by children regarding educational or educational content but also contained videos that were viral among tik tok users.

The types of videos watched on tik tok are about education, for example content about how to count, read. But children are also often distracted by other videos that usually appear. And usually the videos that appear are the ones that are trending. The child's focus becomes diverted (Mrs E, August 2023).

In terms of children's learning mood, it often changes, especially when my child is still 7 years old. Educational content helps children's learning process but they are usually confused by the viral videos they see because they usually contain things that are not normal for children their age to watch (Mrs K, August 2023).

Apart from tik tok containing viral content, there are also videos that increase children's knowledge in terms of learning. Although it is not uncommon for curiosity to arise when seeing this trending video (Mrs L, August 2023).
It cannot be denied that my 8 year old child uses tik tok not only to learn and explore educational things. It is often accidentally found that the content that is watched contains dancing or dancing videos which are usually called viral or trending videos. Children are curious and when they are forbidden they will end up crying (Mrs H, September 2023).

The educational videos on tik tok help me especially as a mother in terms of children's education. When my child learns using tik-tok it is easier to understand. However, when he is not studying, he usually uses it to watch other content (Mrs M, September 20230).

Based on interviews, it shows that even though the content being watched is educational, the influence of viral/trending content often diverts children's attention and creates curiosity in children so that if it is prohibited, resistance will arise from children in the form of crying.

Super Ordinat Theme: The impact of tik tok on children
Theme 4: Positive Impact

Both subjects revealed that the content in the tik tok application made it easier for children to express themselves in various things.

Content on tik tok can trigger creativity in children in various works such as dancing, singing, painting. My shy child has become brave enough to express his hobbies (Mrs. L, August 2023).

Children can find out the latest information according to current developments and also influence or stimulate children's courage and level of self-confidence. My child has the courage to dance in front of many people because he is used to creating dancing content on tik tok so that it builds his self-confidence (Mrs. H, September 2023).

The three subjects stated that tik tok helped improve children's learning mood.

Helping children in the learning process and children's mood when studying because of unique and creative educational content so that children do not get bored in the learning process at home (Mrs. E, August 2023).

In this day and age, everything is instant and even in terms of learning, today's children are lazy to read and when doing assignments, most of the answers are easily obtained in tik tok (Mrs. K, August 2023).

8 years old is the age where children still want to play, so when studying at home the patterns given are accompanied by play so that children don't get bored easily. The tik tok application helps me because educational videos interspersed with interesting music improve children's learning mood and because the duration is not as long as on YouTube, children are happier if they use tik tok as a forum for learning (Mrs. M, September 2023) .

The results of the interview above show that the tik tok application helps parents in the learning process at home, increases creativity in children, and triggers self-confidence in children.

Theme 5: Negative Impact
The three subjects showed that the use of the tik tok application, especially content that children intentionally or unintentionally watched, had a negative influence.

There is inappropriate/adult content such as dancing and dancing videos originating from abroad that are inappropriate/adult which accidentally appear so that children watch them (Mrs E, August 2023).

There is content that is not useful or has bad content that children can follow, such as videos of murder, psychopaths, bullying, theft, rape which trigger children to consume it accidentally (Mrs K, August 2023).

Several adult/pornographic videos that are not appropriate for children to know about (Mrs M, September).

The five subjects revealed that the use of tik tok hinders developmental tasks in children aged 7-8 years who are in the golden age stage and causes an addictive effect in children.

Have more time to play or do activities with friends and the outside environment, such as communicating and interacting with the surrounding environment. After using the tik tok application, children spend more time at home and are happier alone (Mrs. E and Mrs. K, August 2023).

Before getting to know tik tok, children could still be managed, but when they started using the application, children no longer paid attention to what their parents said or called them because they were busy with tik tok (Ms. L, August 2023).

There are changes in children who usually carry out activities like normal children whose activities are regulated by their parents. However, the use of tik tok makes children act more mature, which is not appropriate for their age and they already know/understand relationships with the opposite sex (Mrs. H, September 2023).

The effects of addiction are clearly visible on my child, the child becomes lazy about studying and sleep disorders such as the child often having difficulty taking a nap, wanting to play tik tok. Meanwhile, when creating content or videos, they often follow viral videos, even though viral videos usually contain adult content such as dance videos that show body parts that children their age should not consume (Mrs. M, September 2023).
Super ordinate theme: Parental control over children's use of tik tok
Theme 6: Behavioral Control
Supervision is a form of control carried out by mothers over their children when using the Tik tok application.
When my child uses tik tok, I monitor the child's daily life as a parent so that the child does not carelessly watch mature content that is not appropriate for his age. I also monitor my child's habits when opening the tik tok application so that the child does not fall into negative things in the future due to consuming inappropriate videos . However, it cannot be denied that the supervision carried out is not intense because I also have duties and work to do at home so I am often negligent in supervision (Mother, E Agutus 2023).
Usually, when I have time, I am always with my child, watching when he uses tik tok. And I think this is a real step for parents to protect and guide their children. As a parent, you must pay attention to what your child explores when opening the tik tok application, especially at the young age of 8 years, it is not uncommon for adult videos to be accidentally watched . In my opinion, children at that age should not be allowed to use tik tok, but because of the influence of friends, if they don't follow it, it will make the child fussy so I reluctantly allow it but keep it under my supervision (Mrs. K, August 2023) .

In my opinion, parental supervision of children who use tik tok is very important. Because if children create adult content, it is dangerous for themselves and other people around them. This can also affect the child's emotional development, worse if it is prohibited, the child will become easily angry and rebellious. Apart from that, children who are used to using tik tok also hamper their motor skills , because most children just sit or lie down. Children prefer to be alone at home, rather than playing with friends outside the house, which is usually normal for children their age (Mrs. L, August 2023).

Based on the statements of several informants above, it can be concluded that parents control the use of tik tok for children by monitoring that children have limits in watching what is appropriate for viewing and not for consumption.

Time limits for parents for children when using tik tok when the child is or lives at home to prevent the child from becoming addicted .
It is true that today's children cannot be separated from cell phones, especially with the trendy tik tok application that makes children of all ages want to use it. I will strictly forbid the child if he plays for too long, usually I will immediately take the cellphone to make the child stop, even if the child is crying, but for me this must be done in such a way that the child only uses the cellphone at certain times of the day and the child also can divide his time to study. However, if I use it to help him in the learning process, such as educational content, it means I usually don't limit it (Mrs. H, September 2023).

As a parent, I always set a time limit for my child to watch tik tok and we agreed that he can play the game for no more than an hour and the most important thing is that he has done his homework. However, it usually goes on for hours because it is done secretly without my knowledge when I am busy with housework (Mrs M, September 2023).
From the statements of several informants mentioned above, it can be concluded that by limiting the time children use cellphones to open the tik tok application, they provide a time limit of 1-2 hours. Even so, it was still found to be done secretly.
Discussion

In the last few years, the emergence of various platforms on social media which have given rise to the latest features and their own advantages, one of which is the presence of the tik tok application which provides various updated information packaged in the form of short videos, which seems to have really sparked the interest of all elements of society from various age groups. The author emphasizes the use of the tik tok application because it is the fastest growing application in the world. Tik tok was released in China in September 2016 as Douyin. At the end of September 2018, tik tok was also the most downloaded free app on the App Store in the United States, and for the month of October, the app was also number one on Google Play, no longer just in the largest international economies, tik tok was ranked third internationally in November and is the top position (Choudhary, DN, Arya, Gautam, C., & Arya, 2020). Starting from teenagers, adults and even children like this application because it is easy to access to get entertainment and information.
Even though it is relatively new compared to other applications, the tik tok application has attracted users, based on research conducted by Bulele and Wibowo (Bulele, YN, & Wibowo, 2020) entitled "Analysis of the social media phenomenon and the millennial generation: Tik tok case study", this research shows that the tik tok case study, this research which uses literature research methods shows that apart from being a stress reducing medium, social media has a positive impact on creativity, social skills and even intelligence. Tik tok contains pornographic content, content that is not in accordance with the norms that apply in society. Another research is research using ethnological observation methods with the title "Tik tok and Generation Z" (Cervi, 2021). These findings reveal that tik tok has become a popular platform for Generation Z, which is the generation the first to grow up with the internet as an integral part of their lives. The tik tok format with short choreographed videos has attracted many followers with the various types of content displayed and has become one of the most followed users of the application.

This research involved five parents (mothers) whose children were tik tok users aged 7-8 years. The mother was chosen as the subject with the assumption that she is a figure who often spends most of her time with her children at home and whose care is mostly handled by the mother (Gupta et al., 2021). The presence of tik tok provides a platform for users to express themselves through video content. A number of children participate in social media because parents have access to social media, there is a tendency for children to imitate behavior that is not appropriate for their age. Apart from parental factors, other factors such as playmates and the school environment also enable children to use tik tok social media. This is because these factors make it easier for children to access tik tok (Arrofi & Hasfi, 2019). One of the positive impacts of using tik tok is to trigger creativity in children by imitating and demonstrating the movements presented by tik tok and to gain recognition from other users with lipsync videos that can be taken based on search filters from tik tok. This is in line with the opinion (Beetlestone, 2011) that creativity helps children explain and illustrate abstract concepts such as curiosity, competence, discovery, exploration, search for certainty, and enthusiasm. Likewise, in line with research results (Cervi, 2021) it is stated that tik tok can be used as a tool to encourage creative innovation. Tik tok increases energy and creativity, both in educational practices and in empowering children in the form of dance performances and developing gross motor skills such as the ability to perform coordinated body movements to develop flexibility, balance and agility so as to foster self-confidence in children.

In line with this, according to the subject who is the mother of children who use tik tok. Another positive thing is that it influences children's interest in learning during the learning process at home. In accordance with research findings (Yang, 2020) The use of instructional videos on tik tok can motivate children to learn and arouse their interest in learning, which reflects the positive effects of using video materials as an educational tool. Apart from absorbing basic knowledge from textbooks, the wealth of learning materials on tik tok provides endless opportunities to deepen understanding and expand knowledge about unclear subjects. Apart from that, when combined with educational videos on tik tok, children can be actively involved in the learning process. Even though there are positive things about using tik tok, it does not rule out the possibility of negative influences. Among them is exposure to adult content that should not be consumed by children aged 7-8 years. Based on research (Malimbe, A., Waani, F., & Suwu, 2021), namely exposure to negative content such as pornography, hate speech, dancing or adult dancing that exposes body parts that are prohibited due to excessive use. So it has a negative effect on children, especially at the age of 7-8 years, children are in their golden age where at this stage children are categorized as active creatures and adaptive explorers. They always try to control the environment. This can be seen in the characteristic behavior of those who are very active in everyday life. Children love challenges that allow them to explore themselves by exploring what is happening around their environment without realizing it. Active movement and adaptive exploration foster curiosity and are easy to learn, imitate and do what they see around them (Fitriana et al., 2021). Exposure to content that is accidentally seen can cause curiosity which results in the child's development process not progressing according to its stages.

Another negative effect is that children become addicted and prefer to be at home rather than playing with peers in the neighborhood. Research (Ramdani, NS, Hadiapurwa, A., & Nugraha, 2021) reveals that long-term use of tik tok can cause addiction and the formation of negative personalities such as being lazy, dishonest, unfriendly and hindering the child's development process in the stages of developmental tasks. This was conveyed by the five subjects that children grow not like children at their age, but children experience speed in thinking in an adult direction and is not normal for children aged 7-8 years, for example, feelings of liking towards the opposite sex begin to arise and questions begin to arise. Regarding sexual activities that should only be known in adolescence. Children who access tik tok in their free time unknowingly reveal too much information. Uncontrolled use of tik tok can cause children to be exposed to excessive information, known as 'TMI' (Too Much Information) which contributes to another potential behavior known as 'FOMO' (Fear of Missing Out).
It cannot be denied that children play with their smartphones more often to access social media than to play and interact with their environment, causing an addictive effect. Among the many existing social media, tik tok is a new social media that provides a platform for its users to express themselves through video content. Children also participate in this social media in large numbers. The access provided by parents in accessing social media is very influential for children, as evidenced by social cognitive theory, how and why people tend to imitate or copy what they see through the media and other people. Thus, the role of parents is very important in controlling children's tik tok usage activities. According to Huston and Ripke parents act as caretakers and provide a filter as their children take on more responsibilities and manage their own lives. Control from parents is really needed to balance the child's personal development process, including in terms of using the tik tok application. This is because excessive use of tik tok and lack of control from parents can have a negative impact on children (Buana & Maharani, 2022) .
Childhood is a short period in a child's development, but it is a very important period in his life. Therefore, it is during this period that a child's full potential must be exploited and optimal development encouraged. The hallmark of early childhood development is usually that their physical growth reaches maturity and they gain control over their own body and balance. In particular, the characteristics of early childhood children (grades 1,2) are a lack of concentration, limited motivation to think, a preference for repetition of various activities, a strong desire for the dramatic and a liking for fantasy and imitation. The most prominent characteristic of early childhood is imitation. Younger children like to watch and imitate things in play. These can be movements they see on television or movements made by other people, friends or animals in person. Apart from that, another characteristic is manipulation. Younger elementary school children spontaneously perform movements of objects they have observed. However, based on their observations of the objects, children indicated their favorite movements (Sabani, 2019) . This is why when using tik tok, children often create dancing or dance content because according to their developmental stages, children aged 7-8 years tend to imitate based on what they see, whether in the form of spectacles or direct actions seen from their parents or other people. around. And manipulation behavior in exploring tik tok is imitating videos according to the content they like. The golden age stage is a stage where children have a great desire for things of a fantasy nature, so tik tok is one of the applications that has a big effect on children at an early age.

Sigmund Freud stated that another characteristic of early childhood is that they have high curiosity and enthusiasm for many things. This means children tend to pay attention, talk about, and ask questions about things they see and hear, especially new things. Children like to explore and are adventurous. This means that children are motivated by a strong sense of curiosity and enjoy exploring, trying and learning new things. Still prone to frustration. This means that they are easily disappointed when faced with something they don't like. When their needs are not met, they are quick to cry or get angry. And still lacks good judgment in doing something. In other words, they are not yet mature in assessing things, including things that could harm them (Khairi, 2018). So in a child's development, when the use of tik tok is limited, the child automatically responds in resistance by crying. Due to high curiosity, the use of tik tok is not only limited to content that has been determined by parents, namely content that is educational or educational. However, children have a curiosity and adventurous spirit to find out new things that are prohibited by their parents, so when using the tik tok application, children often explore negative content that is not appropriate for their age.

All early childhood children are children who at this age are referred to as the play period. In other words, most of his time or daily life is filled with playing with peers. Therefore, parents and educators must fill children's daily learning activities with play (Kartini Kartono, 1990). However, due to the use of smartphones, especially using tik tok, most of the children in this study spent their daily lives playing tik tok instead of interacting with their peers. So it could be said that children's developmental stages experience inequality because activities with friends their age can improve their sensory and cognitive abilities in terms of socializing with the outside environment. When children tend to spend time alone with their smartphones, it affects the child's social behavior where the child will be passive, awkward, shy, afraid when faced with strangers or people in the wider environment. What Thompson and Lagatutta (Phillip, 2006) call psychosocial development is a process of change in the ability to adapt to the wider social environment. This developmental process includes children's feelings about themselves and their relationships with others and involves a process of adaptation. Matters related to emotions are closely related to emotions and refer to children's behavior and reactions in playing and doing activities with family, friends and other people.

According to Koehlberg (Talango, 2020), early childhood is at the stage of pre-conventional morality, meaning that at this level children view morality as following punishment-oriented rules, meaning that an action is right or wrong, measured by whether the action is punished or not. In later stages, children will see morality as a just relationship in which good deeds are rewarded with good rewards and vice versa. For example, in the mother's policy, which is the subject of her presentation, when the child succeeds in obeying the mother's words by taking a nap, the child is allowed to use a smartphone as a reward to the child for being good. So at this stage children think using a smartphone to explore tik tok is a good act. What the five subjects did was behavioral control in the form of supervision and restrictions. This is reinforced by research which highlights the importance of parental supervision which leads to children's success in the form of attention to children's tik tok usage activities as well as the need for parents to show their children good role models (Lee, S., Lee, K., Yi , S.-H., Park, H.J., Hong, Y.-J., & Cho, 2016). The role of parents as behavior controllers is to enforce certain rules regarding the use of social media, especially the tik tok application. Apart from their role as behavior controllers, parents must also play a role in maintaining family boundaries. Parental supervision is the attitude of parents who observe and control children's behavior (Hegde, AM, Suman, P., Unais, M., & Jeyakumar, 2019). So that children only consume shows that are appropriate for their age and their use is oriented towards things that lead to improved mood in learning and trigger creativity in children. In this way, the tik tok application for children does not have a negative effect but rather its use can be used well and based on the child's needs. So in general, this research produces three themes, namely (1) activities using tik tok, (2) the impact of tik tok on children, (3) parental control over children's use of tik tok.
CONCLUSION
Based on objective from interviews conducted and results analysis, conclusion from study this is activity children in use tik tok spelled out intense and use up quite a long time so effect on addicted. Tik tok besides give effect positive for useful child in improving learning mood and creativity however Also there is influence negative namely adult videos and impactful addiction on development personality child . Because control person old no firm in limit child use tik tok, look from still child can explore application the without knowledge person old. Person old forbid however no accompanied with education that provides understanding to children about benefit tik tok just used for complete need in process study so that limit and supervise no enough for minimize use tik tok on child.
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
